 A priest once state that it is a simple fact that no prayer — 
whether it is a novena or anything else — can change the mind of God, 
because he has no change in him at all.  But, Christ tells us in the  
parables to pray and suggests we importune the Lord like the widow 
who harried the unjust judge.  “Ask and you shall receive, seek and 
you shall find, knock and it shall be opened unto you” (Lk. 11:9). 
 Novenas are nothing more or less than forms of insistent  
prayer.  God does not need nine days of prayers or even one prayer to 
know what we really need, but mysteriously, Christ tells us to pray  
incessantly and assures us that God will give his Holy Spirit to those 
who ask him.  He also tells us that he will provide what we really need, 
not merely what we simply want.  Otherwise, we poor creatures 
would ruin the world.  Can you imagine the complete disaster if we all 
got what we asked for? 

 
Three Reasons to Pray a Novena 

1. Praying a Novena can help you develop the habit of praying daily. 
2. Praying a Novena reinforces a sense tht god is our Father and  

that God loves us. 
3. Praying a Novena teaches us the benefit of praying with others to god.
